YOUR RESPONSIBILITIES

You have the responsibility to:
· Treat everyone courteously and with dignity and respect
· Obey the law
· Be on time and reliable in attending programs, courses, activities or events in which you are participating
· Respect and safeguard the House and other peoples’ property.
· Behave safely so as not to endanger yourself or others
· Follow any instructions by Committee, staff, tutors, or volunteers
· Never verbally or physically abuse, bully or harass anyone or use threats or intimidation
· Avoid behaving in a loud or disruptive manner, swearing, yelling, or causing a disturbance which impacts on others in the House 

· Only use the House premises, computers, phones, copiers, printers and other facilities for authorised and legal purposes
